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HISTORY, The lirst Airmail services to Angola were inlroduced in 1937 by Lhe Aero Clube de Angola
under Lhe aviaLor Joaquim BalLazar,ln llar"ch Lhe company AEROIIARITINE began operalions
using Air France oul ol Casablanca. ln November services were regularized under AER0
PORTUGUESA for mail from Lisboa Lo Luanda. The charge was 6$oo for 109 and 9$oo lor
509 for Lhe airmail cost and 80c lor lhe normal maii charge, The service conlinued Lill 1939
when AEROIIARIT|NE suspended operalions wiLh the closing down ol AIR FRANCE due Lo lhe
Second World War, Services were resumed loward Lhe end ol lhe war. ln 1940 internal
services were esLablished under Angola's own airline, Direccao dos Transporles Aereos.
Airmail used Lhese inlernal flighLs wilh Lhe paymenl of a premium. lniLially Lhe surcharge
was paid wiLh Lhe Angolan 6reys from 1945 Lo 1947 and Lhen wilh Lhe emergency air mail
slamps ol 1945. Services belween Lisboa and Luanda were inslituled in 1953 by Por[ugal's
own airline T.A.P.

AlRllAlL STICKERS. Normally airmail slickers were nol used but rather Lhe value of Lhe slamps
indicated whelher airmail was inlended. Wilh early airmail issues Lhe greylblue airmail
sticker fr.264-A was used wilh lhe extra airmail fee indicaled on the slicker. Emor wiLh
missing slop afhr "Frs" exists, From lhe ear.liesl issues the sticker l10D 5ll was used on

incoming mail.
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
